LIFE TEAM QUESTIONS:   February 18-19, 2012
Text:   John 10:10, Luke 15:11-32
Speaker:   Pastor Heather Semple


ICEBREAKER/OPENER:
Q:  Did you grow up “churched”? What were your original opinions of church? How did they change? How do you feel about church now?
STUDY QUESTIONS:

Q: Read Luke 15:11-32. Which character do you most identify with in this passage? 
Q: How does the Father in this story teach us about Jesus? This weekend, we specifically talked about the Father’s UNCONDITIONAL LOVE, NO STRINGS GENEROSITY, and UNWAIVERING MISSION. Specifically, how were these shown in the story? 

Q: In Luke’s passage, the Father talks about bringing the dead to life? What “death” was he talking about? How did he bring the dead to life?

Q: Pastor Heather said that before we talk about HOW we will “give life” to our community, we must first discuss WHO is the source of all life…Jesus. Read I Peter 1:16. What command is given? How do you feel about being asked by Christ to “be like Him”?

Q: Read John 10:10. Why does Jesus say He came to this earth? If we, according to I Peter 1:16, are called to be LIKE Jesus…what does John 10:10 mean for OUR lives? For our church?
Q: This weekend, PH said that “Red Cedar exists to bring life to our community.” That is our mission. We will be a “life giving” church. Discuss what that means to you.
APPLICATION:

Q: Pray over the prodigals in your life that need to come to the Father. 
Q: Take time as a group to pray over our community…that it would be drawn to Jesus through the life giving mission of Red Cedar.

Q: Ask God to show you where you can “give life” to other people this week. Maybe through a word of encouragement, meeting a need, praying for them, or EVEN sharing the good news of Jesus Christ with them. Who knows…you could “give life” by presenting ETERNAL life to someone!
Q: Take a few minutes to dream and envision how RCCC could accomplish its mission in the community.
Red Cedar exists to “give life” to our community because Jesus came “that they may have life and have it to the full.”
