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Part 6:  “MOVE HEALING”
LIFE TEAM QUESTIONS:  February 11-12, 2012
Text:  James 5:13-16, II Samuel 12
Speaker:  Pastor Heather Semple

ICEBREAKER/OPENER:
Q:  Are you a good patient when you’re under the weather, or can you be a whiner who needs lots of sympathy and attention?
Are you a patient caretaker when your spouse or other friends and family members are sick?   Or are you missing the “chicken soup and sympathy” gene?
STUDY QUESTIONS:

Q: We know that sickness and death entered the world as the result of sin, starting with Adam and Eve disobeying God in Genesis 3. We live in a world of sin, and sickness comes to us all. Still... we do have a responsibility to take care of our bodies to avoid preventable illnesses – kind of like checking the oil in our cars. Do you think you’re doing a good job of taking care of your body and doing what you can to keep it healthy? What more could you be doing? 

Q: Have you experienced supernatural healing yourself, or witnessed it close-up in the life of a friend or family member you were praying for? How did you know that it was God’s power at work? 

Q: Read James 5:14-16. God has the power to heal – He doesn’t really need our help to heal, does He? Why do you think He wants us to participate in the process of healing by praying? 
Q: We don’t know why God sometimes doesn’t heal, even when we pray and have faith. Read Isaiah 55:8-9 and Proverbs 3:5. Do you find these verses comforting? Can you accept that there are things we’ll never be able to fully understand – at least until we’re with God in heaven? 
Q: PH stated that when we’re facing illness or injury, it is foolish to only pray for healing and not seek medical care.  Is it foolish to only seek medical care and not pray for healing?  Do you agree? How have you benefited from advances in medical science? Do we sometimes forget to thank God for blessings like effective medications and successful surgeries? 

Read 2 Samuel 12:15-23. David provides a great model of faith in this passage. He fervently prayed and fasted for his son’s healing. When his son died, he worshipped God. He knew that God’s choice not to heal his son didn’t change who God was, and he accepted God’s will. Do you think you would be able to accept God’s “no” and worship Him under those circumstances? 
Q: You may have been told at some point that God will always heal, if we just pray and have enough faith. Does that make sense? What would the world look like if God always healed everyone who asked? How does it change the way we pray when we absolutely believe that God can heal, but can we accept that He sometimes doesn’t heal and we don’t really know His will in any situation? 
APPLICATION:

Q: Take time to pray for supernatural healing for any group members, friends, or family with health concerns.
“Life’s battle is physical and spiritual. I have to fight & pray. As I pray, the Supernatural invades the natural. This is how mountains move!”
